Supply & Disposal Facilities

The amount of garbages and rubbishes in the city has been sharply increasing
year after year owing to the elevation of civil life and consumer life standards,
and to the rapid increase of population in the suburban districts. The amount

of garbages to be disposed in 1970 is estimated at about 2,400 tons per day (

about 1,300 tons from households and about 1,100 tons from enterprises).

On the other hand, the existing garbage burning capacity held in the city with

its six burning plants is 950 tons or about 40%. The remainder of 1,450 tons

is planned to be buried in the ground. However, since burning is better than

burying, the city is now arranging prompt construction of garbages burning

plants, in consideration of the efficient prosecution and the locality of them.

The local inhabitants’ cooperation is required in this connection.

It is directly managed by the city to collect and dispose the garbages and

rubbishes in the city as well as to clean the main streets and rivers. While

large-sized worn-out articles (waste furnitures, electric appliances, etc.) are y
increasing in every households, the more significant increase is seen in the ‘)
volume of the wastes produced by various kinds of industries in the city.

According as the production activities and the city redevelopment project

progress, the increase ratio of the industrial wastes by far exceeds the increase

ratio of household rubbishes. The important problem is therefore how to

treat with those industrial wastes.
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
