Lying in the national capital region that is the central region of the nation’s
politics, economy and culture, and forming the existing developed belt cities
with Tokyo and Kawasaki, Yokohama City not only takes her share in the

central managing functions of the national capital region through her port

function in the main, but also is an important part in formation of a megalo-
police along the Tokaido highway. The_ recent energetic expansion of Japan'’s
economy has been bringing about the concentration of enterprises and popu-
lation into cities, especially in the cities in Tokyo and the neighboring three
prefectures. The aggravation of the life environment and the backward
development of the social capital are now common to the neighboring cities
and towns of Tokyo owing to the sprawling development of land and the rapid
increase of population overflown from Tokyo.

The suburban districts of Yokohama, also, cannot be free from these city
problems as the city’s arrangements cannot catch up with the sprawling. As a
consequence, it is difficult to form Yokohama into an integrated city where
its mid-town area is organically unified with its suburban districts, and the
mid-town function is still weak. However, to overcome the circumstances, the
city formation efforts are being taken to organically unify the central and the
circumferential parts and to reinforce the central part as well, laying stresses
on the 6 large projects including the construction of a new subway, the
construction of Kanazawa-Chisaki Reclaimed Land into which plants and
factories that will hinder the redevelopment of the mid-town area will be
moved, and the construction of the Kohoku New Town that will systematically
taken in overflowing population. On the other hand, the subjective cooperation
with the circumferential autonomies is becoming a matter of urgent need to
solve the city problems.
