The city has the total road length of 5,699km, the total road area of 247km?
and the road rate of 5.9%. Among the 90 city-planning roads with the total
length of 522km, arrangements were executed to 96km or by 18%. This figure
shows an absolute deficiency in the road investment in comparison with other
cities such as Tokyo, Osaka, Nagoya, etc., not to mention of the comparison
with foreign cities. The deficiency is due to the sharp rises of land prices by
the urbanization, to the consequent difficulty of acquiring lands, and to the
fact that priority has been given to the civil life environment arrangements
such as schools, cleaning, sewerage, pavement, etc., in the limited financial
capacity.

Population is increasing rapidly, automobiles are also increasing in number,
and flows of people and things are becoming more and more bustling. Under
the corcumstances, the deficiency of road is bringing about evil influences
upon the prevention of traffic accidents and the maintenance of safe and
efficient traffic of the citizens and goods. The tendency is thought to be
accelerated more and more in future.

In January 1963, the sites of 407.7 ha. were designated for parking-places in
the midtown area, and thereby the construction of the parking-place in the
west front of Yokohama Station was completed in December 1964; the parking-
place regulations were enforced in Abril 1964 to oblige buildings to have
built-in parking place, and the parking places to house 5,735 cars in total were
arranged by the end of November 1969.
